The routing of these f l i g h t s  breaks down in to  two t,ypes', closed jaw and open jaw. 
A closed jaw routing does not allow f o r  any stop-overs. Charter Class f a l l s  i n to  
t h i s  group, no deviation i s  allowed from the North America t o  Frankfurt re turn ,  
any additional European travel  would have t o  begin and end i n  Frankfurt. All o ther  
f l i g h t s  a r e  open jaw, i .e.  the e a s t  bound portion puts one i n  Hannover, but the 
west bound return may be from other  points i n  Europe, w i t h  appropriate modifications 
t o  cost .  

Only one of these options,  G.1 .T . ,  i s  group t r ave l ,  a l l  others are  individually 
arrangeable. If one intends t o  t ravel  only t o  points i n  Europe to  which Frankfurt i s  
convenient and be there  f o r  two weeks Charter Class i s  the bes t  buy. However, only 
a l imited number of these sea t s  a re  avai lable  - book ear ly .  The Apex f a r e  looks 
very a t t r a c t i v e ,  low cos t  and open jaw, however one must book ear ly  and pay the f a r e  
i n  f u l l  w i t h i n  7 days of booking. I f  any group of 7 o r  more persons wish t o  t ravel  
to  Hannover together and return t o  North America together some benefi ts  are  avai lable  
i n  comparison w i t h  the  regular excursion o r  economy ra tes  fa res  most of us a re  
fami l ia r  w i t h .  

Please note t h a t  these fa res  may well change before 1980, however the r e l a t i ve  
merits of the  d i f f e r en t  c lasses  of t ravel  can be gauged from the above.
