THE PRESIDENT'S MESSAGE - - - Bob Garrett 

The l a s t  few months have seen many of us in the f i e l d  and 
t ravel l ing,  and fo r  the Executive and Association Office i t  i s  
the quietest  time of year. However, t h i s  year, as you will 
read in the Newsletter there has been some important ac t iv i ty .  

For many years now the education and training of 
exploration and applied geochemists has been a'major concern 
to  those active in the profession. However, the fac t  remains 
tha t  most of the exploration geochemistry surveys undertaken 
in industry are done so by mineral explorationists and 
geologists who have had l i t t l e  or no formal training in 
exploration geochemistry. Not tha t  formal training i s  every- 
thing, b u t  i t  does help to  inculcate the principles behind our 
science and make the potential practi t ioner aware of the 
successes, and p i t f a l l s .  Council has been active in two areas, 
f i r s t l y  a distinguished lecturer  se r i e s ,  and secondly on the 
matter of short courses about which I  hope I  shall have more 
news l a t e r  t h i s  year. The idea of a distinguished lecturer

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ser ies  has been discussed for  many years now in Council, f i na l ly  under Norm 
Lavery's direction we are  going to  have a t r i a l  ser ies  in North America. The 
lectures are  targeted on universit ies with economic geology courses, where 
many of the future geochemical practi t ioners are  now being trained. If the 
in i t i a l  ser ies  i s  judged to have been successful we will continue, both in 
North America and, we hope, in other parts of the world where the Association 
i s  active. 

The International Geological Congress was held in Moscow, U.S.S.R., in 
August and i t  provided the opportunity for  a continuation of the discussions 
that  commenced between the Association and the Working Group on Methods of 
Geochemical Prospecting of the IAGC a t  Helsinki l a s t  year. We are  making 
progress on several projects on the geochemical "finger-prints" of different  ore 
deposit types and a multilingual lexicon. The lexicon i s  an important project 
f o r  those geochemists involved in international work, i t  will also provide a 
focus for  the clearer  and more concise definit ion of terms in our mother tongues. 
An e f for t  which would not be remiss as different  terms quite clearly mean 
different things t o  different  people i f  you l i s t en  to  people talking a t  our 
symposia. 

During the summer Council received a formal proposal from the French 
organizing committee fo r  the 1 2 t h  IGES. I am happy to report to  you tha t  
Council accepted the proposal fo r  a joint  meeting with the IAGC Working Group 
in Orleans in the spring of 1987. Dr. E .  Wilhelm of the BRGM i s  chairman of 
the committee, and I am sure you a l l  join with me in wishing him and the 
committee every success in the i r  undertaking. 

I would l ike  to  close by urging you to  par t ic ipate  in your Association. 
The committees and working groups need members. If we a l l  do a l i t t l e  we will 
a l l  do a lo t .  Lastly, we are  asking fo r  nominations for  Councillors fo r  the 
1985-87 term. I t  i s  your opportunity to  p u t  forward the names of geochemists 
who could contribute to  the Association and profession, and our opportunity to  
get new blood into Council. Your participation helps keep the Association 
dynamic and relevant.

REGIONAL REPORTS - AUSTRALIA 

ACTIVITIES -- R. H. Mazzucchel l i  

There has been l i t t l e  i n  the  way o f  formal a c t i v i t y  by t h e  Assoc ia t ion  i n  A u s t r a l i a  
s ince  the  Aus t ra l i an  Regional Meeting was he ld  i n  May 1983. As a  fo l low-up t o  t h a t  
meeting, an informal  survey has been conducted among T e r t i a r y  Education I n s t i t u t i o n s  
i n  A u s t r a l i a  t o  determine t h e  s ta tus  o f  teaching i n  e x p l o r a t i o n  geochemistry. Th is  
was prompted by concern a t  t he  meeting t h a t  t he  growing importance o f  geochemistry 
i n  mineral  exp lo ra t i on  programmes might  no t  be matched by the  geochemical content i n  
T e r t i a r y  I n s t i t u t i o n  c u r r i c u l a .  The responses obtained were somewhat reassur ing 
a l though t h e  s i t u a t i o n  i s  probably f a r  from idea l ,  e s p e c a i l l y  when one looks a t  
f i g u r e s  from a survey r e c e n t l y  publ ished by the  Aus t ra l i an  Geoscience Council, which 
i n d i c a t e  t h a t  there  are  some 53 geochemists engaged i n  i n d u s t r y  and consu l t i ng  i n  
A u s t r a l i a  (both hydrocarbon and minerals)  compared w i t h  408 geophysic is ts  and 1990 
geo log is ts .  A more d e t a i l e d  ana lys i s  o f  t he  s i t u a t i o n  w i l l  be submitted i n  a  f u t u r e  
News1 e t t e r .  

A lso  prompted by t h e  Aus t ra l i an  Regioal Meeting i s  a  proposal c u r r e n t l y  under 
i n v e s t i g a t i o n  t o  o f f e r  an advanced workshop course i n  e x p l o r a t i o n  geochemistry 
through t h e  Aust ra l  i a n  Mineral  Foundation. I f  a l l  goes we1 1, t h i s  w i l l  be 
pub1 i c i z e d  dur ing  1985. 

Dur ing t h e  year The Associat ion was i n v i t e d  t o  make a  submission t o  a  major review 
o f  t h e  C S I R O  D i v i s i o n  o f  Mineralogy, which i n  recent  years has developed the  most 
a c t i v e  programme o f  research i n  geo log ica l  e x p l ~ r a t i o n  i n  Aus t ra l i a .  A number of AEG 
members con t r i bu ted  t h e i r  views t o  t h e  w r i t t e n  submission which eventuated and 
f u r t h e r  i n p u t  was provided o r a l l y  when The Review Committee v i s i t e d  Perth. The f i n a l  
outcome o f  The Review i s  s t i l l  awaited b u t  we a r e  conf ident  t h a t  t h e  geochemical 
program w i l l  surv ive.  

The A.E.G. has been we l l  represented a t  meetings o f  t he  A u s t r a l i a n  Geoscience 
Counci l .  During the  year, Professor Gerry Govett occupied t h e  Cha i r  w h i l s t  John 
G i l  f i  1  i a n  was Secretary on t h e  Executive. Ordinary Counci 1  meetings were attended 
a1 t e r n a t e l y  by Tony Robbins and myself .
